“JCCAC Handicraft Fair” General Terms and Conditions (Updated Version of March 2012)
1. General Information about “JCCAC Handicraft Fair”：

Date and time: 1pm to 7pm, from 17 to 18 Mar 2012 (Saturday & Sunday)   
Venue: JCCAC (aka Jockey Club Creative Arts Centre) 
2. Event Objectives：
The JCCAC Handicraft Fair (the “Fair”) organised by JCCAC (the “Organiser”) is more than an opportunity for participating artisans (“Participants”) to sell handicraft products. It is also an interactive platform for synergy between Participants, and allows participants to share their creative ideas and original works with the public. The Fair celebrates quality, originality and attractiveness, not only in the design of the products but also in the choice of materials and the manner of execution/production. It tries to offer a balanced showcase of different types of handicraft products, and caters to the tastes of the consumers. 
3. Participation Fee：
HK$500 per stall for the two-day Fair.
4. Venue & Stall Facilities：
4.1 The location of each stall will be assigned by the Organiser.

4.2 Each stall will be provided with one table (approximately 6 feet x 2 feet) and 2 chairs for use during the 2 day event. These items must be returned to the Organiser in good condition at the end of the Fair. 
4.3 The Participant may bring in an extra chair and put up decorations (tablecloth, tabletop display rack, etc) to enhance the stall attractiveness, but they must only take up space within the assigned stall area. 
5. Storage：
5.1 Overnight storage for non-valuable items is available between 7pm on 17 Mar and 1pm on 18 Mar.

5.2 The Organiser shall not be responsible for any loss or damage to any stored item.
6. Participant’s Responsibility and Commitment：

6.1 The style, quality and type of handicraft products sold at the Fair must be consistent with the information provided by the Participant on the Application Form. Otherwise, it may affect the Participant’s participation at this Fair and any future application. 
6.2 Since the number of stalls available is limited, each Participant (whether individual or group) may submit only one application. Submission of multiple applications may affect the Participant’s participation at this Fair and any future application. 

6.3 The Participant must ensure that all handicraft products sold are original designs. 
6.4 Should it be found that any product sold by a Participant infringes copyrights, the Organiser reserves the right to report it to the Hong Kong Customs and Excise Department without prior notice. All legal responsibilities, damages and loss arising out of such copyright infringement will be borne entirely by the Participant.
6.5 The Organiser reserves the right to terminate the Participant’s participation and immediately expel the Participant from the JCCAC premises with no refund of participation fee or any compensation, if in the Organiser’s view the Participant’s behaviour, or action, or the handicraft products being sold, or the manner that they are being sold, should potentially: 
a. Infringe these General Terms and Conditions, or is inconsistent with the Event Objectives above; or 
b. Be illegal, fraudulent or infringe copyrights; or
c. Be dangerous, offensive, indecent or disturbing.
7. Application Procedures：
7.1 The completed Application Form together with Appendix 1 (photographs of the handicraft products to be sold) must be submitted on or before the deadline of 31 January 2012 to “L1 Front Desk, JCCAC, 30 Pak Tin Street, Shek Kip Mei, Kowloon”, either (a) by post (must be postmarked no later than the deadline); or (b) delivered by hand and dropped into the special collection box at L1 Front Desk during its Office Hours (L1 Front Desk Office Hours: 10am to 8:30pm everyday).  Please mark “JCCAC Handicraft Fair Application” on the envelope.
7.2 Late applications and applications submitted by other methods (eg. by email or fax) will not be accepted.

7.3 Since the number of stalls available is limited, the Organiser will pick and choose Participants according to the information they submitted. Consideration will include (but is not limited to) the quality, originality and uniqueness of the design of the product and the choice of materials and the manner of execution/production. The Organiser will also consider the balance of the different types of handicraft products showcased, and the tastes of the consumers. Around 10% of the stalls will be reserved for applicants who fulfill these criteria and have never participated in the Fair before. 
7.4 The final decision of whether an application is successful or not is at the full discretion of the Organiser, and no explanation or discussion will be provided. 
7.5 The Organiser shall contact successful applicants via email on 17 Feb 2012 regarding the payment of participation fee and signing of agreement. 
7.6 Applicants who have not been contacted by this date may consider their applications unsuccessful.
